What is Swifts Creek Future?
Swifts Creek Future began when State Parliament started discussions about ending the native timber
harvesting industry. At that time, a group of passionate and concerned local leaders came together to form the
Swifts Creek Community Reference Group. The group met regularly to understand what the closure would
mean for our town and to explore ways to reduce the impact while creating new opportunities for the future.
So, what is Swifts Creek Future now?
Since those early discussions, the closure of the native timber harvesting industry was officially confirmed and
the deadline was brought forward by six years. In response, the Department of Environment, Energy and
Climate Action developed a range of funding programs to support eleven nominated Timber Towns through this
transition, with Swifts Creek being one of them. Swifts Creek Future is supported through the Community
Development Fund.
What is the Community Development Fund?
The Community Development Fund is a funding stream established by DEECA to help Timber Towns create new
economic opportunities, strengthen community capacity, and support long-term resilience as communities
transition away from native timber harvesting.
What is the purpose of Swifts Creek Future?
Funded through the Community Development Fund, Swifts Creek Future has received two rounds of $500,000.
This funding supports a dedicated project team, builds local capacity, and develops the evidence needed to
attract future investment and drive sustainable economic development in our region.
How did we approach this work?
The first step was listening to our community. Extensive consultation was undertaken to understand the
strengths, assets, and challenges across the region, using the Smart Specialisation approach to ensure voices
from industry, community, government, and academia were included. More than 80 interviews were conducted,
largely with people from within the region, leading to the development of the Regional Context Analysis. This
report highlighted key strengths and challenges and informed the next phase of work through Discovery
Workshops. At these workshops, participants explored potential opportunities based on local strengths, which
led to the establishment of three Innovation Working Groups focused on value-added primary industry, nature-
based recreation and tourism, and education and skills. These groups operate under the guidance of a
Leadership Group made up of the Community Reference Group and representatives from DEECA, Regional
Development Victoria, and East Gippsland Shire Council.

What have we achieved so far?

The goals of Swifts Creek Future are captured in the Local Development Strategy, which is regularly
reviewed to ensure it continues to reflect the needs of our community. The Education and Skills
Innovation Working Group investigated the feasibility of a live-and-learn educational facility and also
delivered the “This is Swifts Creek” children’s picture book in partnership with Swifts Creek P-12,
universities, local artists, and Council. The book celebrates our region through the eyes of local children
and has helped foster a strong sense of community pride.

The Nature-Based Recreation and Tourism Innovation Working Group focused on the natural and
community assets of the area and explored opportunities for investment in tracks and trails. This work
resulted in a report identifying seven potential investment opportunities with strong prospects for
positive economic returns.

The Value-Added Primary Industry Innovation Working Group consulted with landholders across the
district to identify shared strengths and challenges within local agriculture. The group is now
undertaking an analysis of potential joint farming models that could increase industry capacity,
strengthen collaboration, and help address ongoing challenges faced by producers.

Beyond the Innovation Working Groups, Swifts Creek Future has also supported the Oram Estate
independent living project at the Swifts Creek Bush Nursing Centre by providing consultant support to
reduce the workload on volunteers and assist with grant applications. Additional contributions include
funding for a local Youth Agritech Officer position, delivery of lifeguard training locally that supported
employment for 14 residents over the summer months, and support for the Tour de Tambo as part of the
East Gippsland Winter Festival, helping bring visitors to the area during the quieter winter months.

What can we expect to see in 20267

Another key milestone has been the successful application by East Gippsland Shire Council to develop a
Structure Plan addressing housing, zoning, development, and wastewater issues. A draft of this work is
expected to be released for community comment in the coming months. The Joint Farming Analysis
project will also commence, beginning with community consultation and workshops from Wednesday 25
February. If you are interested in contributing or learning more around this please don’t hesitate to get in
contact with the project.

In addition, several grant applications, totaling over $900,000 are currently in progress, with outcomes
anticipated to be announced over the coming months.

Coming up next week we have a joint working group meeting where all of our working groups and our
leadership group will come together to discuss the last few years and the learnings we have had. We will
look to the future and determine what our goals will be and how to reach them.

This meeting will be held on February 17" at the CFA Shed in Swifts Creek at 4:30pm and is an open
invitation to the public.
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
